Dear friends, 

 At our Annual Meeting last February, the 

Board of Wider Mission led us in a discussion of how 

we use the generous donations the congregation makes 

to Wider Mission.  The conversation revealed a desire 

to focus our giving so we can have a greater impact on 

organizations.  Since then, the Board of Wider Mission 

has been working hard to put the insights from that 

meeting into practice. 

 We decided to continue our long-standing 

practice of donating about half of our Wider Mission 

giving to the work of the wider United Church of 

Christ, through “Our Church’s Wider Mission.”  This 

giving enables the work of the Massachusetts 

Conference and the national United Church of Christ, 

and supports missionaries and programs all over the 

world. We decided to divide the other half of our 

giving into two equal parts:  one part for larger 

contributions (“Leadership Gifts”) to 5 organizations 

we believe are doing especially important work in 

areas our congregation prioritizes, and the other part to 

make smaller donations (“Supportive Gifts”) to about 

25 worthy organizations.  In addition, we set aside 

about $2000 of our pledged giving to support church 

members who participate in walks and other 

fundraisers for charitable groups. 

 In order to select the 5 Leadership Gifts and 

the 25 Supportive Gifts, the Board examined more 

than 60 organizations we have supported in the past.  

We used a number of criteria to select the 30 we would 

continue to support: personal involvement of members 

of our church, clarity that our giving makes a concrete 

difference, organizations that start from a faith 

perspective while serving the wider community, 

groups that communicate effectively without 

bombarding us with wasteful mailings.  All the 

groups we have supported in the past, of course, are 

doing good work, so the selection process has been 

challenging. 

 While we are still finalizing the list of 25 

“supportive gifts,” we have selected the five 

“Leadership Gifts” for 2010.  The thank you notes 

we have received indicate what a difference these 

larger donations make.  We chose the five 

organizations based on the top five mission 

priorities the congregation identified at our annual 

meeting:  Homelessness and Hunger; Civil Rights; 

Health; International Education and Empowerment; 

and Non-Violence. 

 In five future Steeples, the Board of Wider 

Mission will be highlighting the five organizations 

we have selected.  In the meantime, you can find 

out more about these groups by looking at their 

websites, or by asking a member of the Board: 

 Homelessness and Hunger:  Metrowest 

Outreach Connection is a local group which 

helps families on the verge of homelessness 

retain their housing. See the article below 

about their upcoming walk.
